The monitoring is done by internal officers and
implementing agencies.

The implementation and monitoring of CSR activities will be overseen by Below
Board level committee, which will appraise the projects progress to Board level
committee headed by an Independent Director.

SD Board level Committee headed by an independent director. The independent
director, in turn, will submit report to Board once in each quarter. This will form
two tier organization on CSR and SD.
